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BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

Development of the California After-School Program Quiality
Self-Assessment Tool (QSA Tool) was informed by research
regarding program quality and a review of multiple after-school
program quality assessment tools. See the User’s Guide for a
detailed list of sources.

The QSA Tool is an evolving document that will be informed
by input from the after-school field including after-school
programs; the California After-School Advisory Committee; the
California Afterschool Network; the implementation and devel-
opment of the SEDL/CDE California After-School Demonstra-
tion Program; and after-school stakeholders statewide.

The QSA Tool provides a way to conduct a process evalua-
tion for the internal assessment of programs. It is intended
to supplement outcome evaluation results and other informal
data. The QSA Tool will:

research.

Link to quality indicators reflected in the California After-
school Demonstration Program (CASDP).

Support short and long term program planning.

Help programs identify their immediate, mid-cycle, and
long-term professional development and technical support
needs.

Enhance ongoing training and technical assistance opportu-
nities (when self-assessment results are shared with Regional
Leads).
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High quality state-funded after-school programs
cannot overlook grant compliance requirements.

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PERFORMANCE LEVELS

Staff members using the QSA Tool will use the following rating
system to assess the degree to which each quality indicator is
evident in their program.

LEVEL 1: Our program is just beginning to work in this area and
has an urgent need to address this practice.

LEVEL 2: Our program has done some work in this area but will
need targeted support to move to the next level.

LEVEL 3: Our program has achieved a high level of proficiency
in this area and needs only a little additional work to be
proficient.

LEVEL 4: Our program is clearly proficient in this practice and
can demonstrate this in observable ways.

DON'T KNOW: | am not familiar enough with this aspect of
the program to rate performance on this indicator or am just
not sure how to rate it at this time.

At minimum, after-school programs using the QSA Tool
should aim to meet Level 3 or 4 for each indicator in the pro-
gram content areas. Assistance and support should be sought
for areas scoring at Level 1 or Level 2.

USING THE QSA TOOL FOR PROGRAM ACTION

PLANNING

The QSA Tool allows programs to prioritize improvements and

to establish timeframes for achieving them.

LEVEL 1: Action is needed RIGHT NOW—within the next
three months.

LEVEL 2: Action is needed THIS YEAR—within the current
school/fiscal year.

LEVEL 3: Action in this area should be addressed NEXT
YEAR—as part of the routine planning and program improve-
ment process.

LEVEL 4: Practices should be SUSTAINED—no corrective action
is needed at this time.

Each program content area page includes a section at the end to
record thoughts about technical assistance needs and next steps
to improve program quality.
